Biographical Note:

Lillian Lépez was among the first Puerto Rican
librarians in the New York Public Library system and a
pioneer in her efforts to create library services and
programs for Puerto Ricans and other Latinos. In her
role as coordinator of the Office of Special Services and
in other leadership positions, she sought ways to make
the library more responsive and accessible to all sectors
of New York City.

Born in Salinas, Puerto Rico in 1925, Lillian Lépez
spent her early childhood in Ponce. In 1935, she left
Ponce with her widowed mother and a younger sister for
New York City. There they were reunited with an older
sister, Evelina, who had arrived two years earlier.
Joining a growing number of Puerto Rican migrants in
New York City, they settled in El Barrio (Spanish
Harlem). In keeping with a family tradition of activism,
they became involved in the political life of EI Barrio.
As teenagers Lillian and Evelina joined the Young
Communist League and would both remain active in
social causes throughout their lives. Evelina went on to
become a fiery community organizer while Lillian
worked for change as a professional librarian.

After graduating from Washington Irving High School
in 1944, Lopez postponed college in order to work to
help support her family. In 1952, she enrolled at Hunter
College attending evenings or days depending on her
financial situation, earning a B.A. degree in 1959.
While in college she worked in private industry and
labor unions, but finally decided to pursue a library

Lillian Lopez fue una de las primeras bibliotecarias
puertorriquefias en la Ciudad de Nueva York. Como
coordinadora de la Oficina de Servicios Especiales de la
Biblioteca Publica de Nueva York, desarrollé programas
dirigidos a la comunidad latina y fue una activista a

favor del acceso de las minorias a los servicios
bibliotecarios.
Nacida en Salinas, Puerto Rico en 1925. Lopez vivio

sus afios de infancia en Ponce. Junto con su madre Eva
y su hermana menor Elba emigraron a la Ciudad de
Nueva York, donde su hermana mayor Evelina (Evelina
Lopez Antonetty), quien habia llegado afios antes les
recibi6 en 1935. Establecieron su residencia en El
Barrio (Spanish Harlem) vy siguiendo la tradicion
familiar de activismo se involucraron en organizaciones
politicas y comunitarias. Durante su adolescencia, tanto
ella como Evelina, pertenecieron a la Liga de Jovenes
Comunistas (Young Communist League) y participaron
activamente en diferentes causas sociales.
Eventualmente, Evelina se dedicé a ser una organizadora
comunitaria, mientras Lillian dedicé sus esfuerzos a
transformar su campo profesional de la bibliotecologia
en su prestacion de servicios a la comunidad hispana en
la Ciudad.

Ante la precaria situacion econdmica de la familia,
Lopez recién graduada de la escuela superior
Washington Irving en 1944, decidi6 posponer sus
estudios universitarios y ayudar a su familia. Comenzé
a estudiar su bachillerato en Hunter College en el afio de
1952, donde tomo cursos durante las sesiones diurna y
nocturna, segun la situacion financiera se lo permitia y
finalmente completé el grado en 1959. Mientras
estudiaba, trabajé en la industria privada y con
sindicatos.

Al completar su bachillerato decidié continuar sus
estudios graduados y fue admitida en el programa de
bibliotecologia de la Universidad de Columbia. Al
solicitar su primer trabajo como aprendiz en la
Biblioteca Publica de Nueva York, temia que no le
dieran el puesto porque habia participado en huelgas y
organizado a trabajadores para la unién Local 1199. No
obstante, obtuvo dicha posicion e hizo su carrera
profesional en esa entidad por los proximos veinticinco



science degree from Columbia University. She applied
for a job as a trainee at the New York Public Library
(NYPL), but feared that because of her labor activism
she would not be hired. However, in 1960, she became a
library trainee and remained with NYPL for twenty-five
years until her retirement in 1985.

Lopez quickly moved up in the library system to become
the first Puerto Rican to hold important supervisory
administrative positions, which allowed her to help set
policies and change the way the library related to
minority communities. From the start, she was an
advocate for better library services to the Spanish-
speaking residents of New York City. She says in an
interview that her role was to get the library to “come
down to earth and serve the needs of the every day
person.” She labored to recruit bilingual library staff,
and to attract young Latinos into the library profession.
Early on, she managed to get the branches serving large
numbers of Latinos in Manhattan and the Bronx to
acquire sizable collections of books and other materials
in Spanish.

In 1967 she was instrumental in establishing the
innovative South Bronx Project and became the
administrator of this model library outreach project.
“The goal of the project,” she explained, “was to break
down barriers between the library and the community.”
The project operated in nine neighborhoods, which had
become predominantly Latino. Spanish, English and
bilingual programs of diverse types were presented to
people in all kinds of settings - schools, churches,
playgrounds — beyond the library walls. The programs
were carefully geared to the cultural and social needs of
each group being served in keeping with Lépez’ belief
that everyone should have access to all types of
information.

After five years with the project, Lopez went on to
become coordinator of the Special Services Office,
which allowed her to implement programs like the South
Bronx Project throughout the boroughs served by NYPL.
In 1979, she became Bronx borough coordinator with
responsibility for the 33 branch libraries in the Bronx
and worked toward strengthening the role of libraries in
the revitalization of the area.

For much of her library career, Lillian Lopez was critical
of national organizations such as the American Library
Association (ALA) for their lack of responsiveness to
the needs of Latinos, and believed that it was her

Lopez ascendi6 rapidamente en el sistema de la
Biblioteca Publica de la Ciudad de Nueva York. Fue la
primera  puertorriqguefia  que  obtuvo  cargos
administrativos que le permitieron establecer una
politica publica con respecto a los servicios dirigidos a
las comunidades minoritarias.

Desde el principio de su carrera promovio los servicios
bibliotecarios dirigidos a los residentes hispanoparlantes
de la Ciudad de Nueva York. En una de sus entrevistas,
explica que su verdadero rol fue hacer que las bibliotecas
“sirvan a las necesidades de cada persona”. Para lograr
esa meta reclutd personal bilinglie y motivo a los
jovenes latinos a estudiar bibliotecologia. Ademas,
recomendo la incorporacion de colecciones de libros en
espafiol en las distintas sucursales de la Biblioteca
Publica que servian a la comunidad latina tanto de
Manhattan como del Bronx.

Lillian Lopez jugé un papel importante en el
establecimiento y desarrollo del Proyecto del Sur del
Bronx (South Bronx Project). Desde 1967 al 1973,
Lopez fue la Administradora de este proyecto innovador
que tenia como meta “romper las barreras entre la
biblioteca y la comunidad” desde el 1967, afio de su
creacién hasta el 1973. EIl proyecto estaba enfocado en
la cultura y las necesidades sociales de cada una de las
comunidades servidas. El plan oper6 en nueve
vecindarios/comunidades con preponderancia hispana.
Lopez afirmaba que “la gente debe tener acceso a la
informacion, sea cultural, técnica, o simplemente para
sobrevivir”. Las actividades eran bilingues, en inglés y
espafiol y se celebraran en diversas instituciones,
escuelas, iglesias y hasta en parques publicos. Estos
eventos incluyeron un teatro de titeres que LOpez
organizaba con Pura Belpreé.

Su préximo proyecto de trabajo fue la coordinacion de la
Oficina de Servicios Especiales del sistema de la
Biblioteca Publica de la Ciudad de Nueva York. Como
coordinadora implementé programas similares al
Proyecto del Sur del Bronx en los distintos condados de
la Ciudad. En 1979, Lopez administré treinta y tres
sucursales de las bibliotecas del Bronx y como siempre
se empefié en fortalecer la imagen de las bibliotecas en
esas areas.

Durante su carrera profesional, Lillian Lopez criticé a las
organizaciones nacionales como la American Library
Association (ALA), porque desatendian las necesidades



professional responsibility to do something about it. She
became involved and held positions both in ALA and the
New York Library Association. Between 1980 and
1982, she was appointed to the National Commission on
Libraries and Information Sciences’ Minorities Task
Force. She retired from the NYPL in 1985 and in 1986
The National Association to Promote Library Services to
the Spanish Speaking (REFORMA) honored her for her
contributions to the New York Latino community.
Lillian Lépez died in New York City on July 28, 2005.

The Lillian Lépez collection is an important complement
to the Pura Belpré Papers also in the Centro Archives.
Both collections offer insight into the workings of a
large public institution and how it negotiates change in
order to meet the challenge of new population needs.
The papers also reflect the close friendship and
collaboration that existed between these two pioneering
librarians and their efforts to enrich the lives of the
Latino community of New York.

Scope and Content:

These papers reflect on the life of library administrator
Lillian Lopez, her activist sister, Evelina Antonetty, and
librarian and folklorist, Pura Belpré. They are a valuable
source of information on the programs developed by The
New York Public Library to address the needs of its
Puerto Rican and Latino constituents. Notable among
the materials are those related to the South Bronx Project
and to the puppet theater directed by Pura Belpré. The
collection relates to the Pura Belpré Papers in the Centro
Archives and highlights how closely the two women
worked together.

The bulk of the documents focus on the 1970s and
1980s. The folders are alphabetical and the materials
organized in chronological order. Types of documents
included are letters, news clippings, photographs, audio
and videocassettes, scrapbooks, and play scripts.

Series I1: Correspondence (1957-1994)

Categories in this series are personal and professional
correspondence, greeting cards, and invitations. They
are divided into incoming and outgoing. The bulk of the
correspondence concerns Lopez’ work as a librarian. A
highlight of this series is the folder of letters and cards
from Pura Belpré, folklorist, author, and the first Puerto
Rican librarian in NYPL. Also of note are the many
thank you notes received from children’s classes who
visited the library as well as congratulatory notes and
invitations from public officials.  There are also
sympathy cards upon the death of her sister, Evelina
Lopez Antonetty.

Series 1V: Scripts for Puppet Theater

Puppet Theater was an important component of the
children’s programs of the public library. Some of the
scripts in this series are adaptations by Pura Belpré of
well-known folktales and children’s stories including
Puerto Rican folktales, which she published such as
Pérez and Martina, Juan Bobo and the Queen’s
Necklace, Oté, and The Dance of the Animals. A
number of the scripts are bilingual.
